INSTRUCTIONS ON THE RIGHTS AND OBLIGATIONS  
OF A PERSON AGAINST WHOM AN ORDER AND PROHIBITION ORDER, RESTRAINING ORDER, PROHIBITION OF CONTACT AND PROHIBITION OF ENTRY* HAS BEEN ISSUED 
1. A person against whom an order has been issued to leave immediately the jointly occupied dwelling and its immediate surroundings and a restraining order has been issued to leave the keys to the jointly occupied dwelling and the premises of its immediate surroundings in that dwelling (Article 15ae(6) of the Act of 6 April 1990 on Police). 
2. A person against whom an order and prohibition, restraining order, prohibition of contact and prohibition of entry was issued is obliged to indicate to the Police organisational unit whose police officer has issued the order and prohibition, restraining order, prohibition of contact and prohibition of entry, the address of his/her place of residence and, if possible, the telephone number at which he/she will be available, and to inform this Police organisational unit of any change of this address or number (Article 15af(1) of the Act of 6 April 1990 on Police). 
3. If a person against whom an order and prohibition, restraining order, prohibition of contact and prohibition of entry has been issued changes his or her place of residence, is not available at the telephone number indicated by him/her and does not notify the Police organisational unit thereof, as a result of which he/she does not collect correspondence at the indicated address or does not appear in the Police organisational unit indicated to collect it within 24 hours of leaving the notice of the correspondence, such correspondence will be deemed delivered upon the expiry of this period, unless the place of residence of this person is known to the Police (Article 15af(2) of the Act of 6 April 1990 on Police). 
4. The data of a person against whom an order and prohibition, restraining order, prohibition of contact and prohibition of entry has been issued may be transferred to the District Family Assistance Centre competent for his/her place of residence for the purpose of taking action within the jurisdiction of the district on the basis of the provisions of the Act of 29 July 2005 on the prevention of domestic violence, unless that person does not give his/her consent thereto (Article 15ag(3) of the Act of 6 April 1990 on Police). 
5. A person against whom an order and prohibition, restraining order, prohibition of contact and prohibition of entry has been issued shall have the right to lodge a complaint against the issued order and prohibition, restraining order, prohibition of contact and prohibition of entry with the District Court in ................................................................................................... 
The complaint shall be lodged within 3 days from the date of service of the order and prohibition, restraining order, prohibition of contact and prohibition of entry. The complaint may include a request to examine the correctness of the conduct of the proceedings, the validity and legality of the order and prohibition, restraining order, prohibition of contact and prohibition of entry issued (Article 15aj(1) of the Act of 6 April 1990 on Police).  
The complaint shall be lodged with the district court having jurisdiction over the location of the jointly occupied dwelling.  
In the event that the domestic violence offender against whom the order and prohibition, restraining order, prohibition of contact and prohibition of entry has been issued does not live together with the domestic violence offender, the complaint shall be lodged with the district court having jurisdiction over the place of residence of the domestic violence offender (Article 15aj(1a) of the Act of 6 April 1990 on Police). 
6. The court shall examine the complaint in a single-judge panel without delay, but no later than within three days of its receipt by the court. The participants in the proceedings include the authority that issued the order and prohibition, restraining order, prohibition of contact and prohibition of entry, the person against whom they were issued and the public prosecutor if he/she has filed a complaint (Article 15aj(2) of the Act of 6 April 1990 on Police).  
7. The court shall revoke the challenged order and prohibition, restraining order, prohibition of contact and prohibition of entry if it finds them to be unfounded or unlawful, and shall immediately notify the person against whom they were issued, the person suffering domestic violence, the public prosecutor, the competent organisational unit of the Police and the interdisciplinary team referred to in the provisions of the Act on Counteracting Domestic Violence and, if the actions were taken by a guardianship court, also that court (Article 15aj(3) of the Act of 6 April 1990 on Police). 
8. The order and prohibition, restraining order, prohibition of contact and prohibition of entry shall cease to be effective 14 days after their date of issue, unless the court has granted the security by which they were extended. When calculating the time limit, the day on which the order and prohibition, restraining order, prohibition of contact and prohibition of entry were issued shall not be taken into account (Article 15ak(1) of the Act of 6 April 1990 on Police).  
9. The order and prohibition, restraining order, prohibition of contact and prohibition of entry shall also cease to have effect if, after their issuance, a preventive measure in the form of pre-trial detention has been applied towards the domestic violence offender (Article 15ak(2) of the Act of 6 April 1990 on Police).  
10. Failure to comply with the order and prohibition, restraining order, prohibition of contact and prohibition of entry* issued by the Police constitutes an offence under Article 66b of the Act of 20 May 1971 - Code of Offences subject to imprisonment, restriction of liberty or a fine.  
11. The domestic violence offender against whom the order and prohibition have been issued has the right to remove from the jointly occupied dwelling or its immediate surroundings personal items and items necessary for performing personal gainful employment, or pets owned by him/her that are necessary for the daily functioning or gainful employment. If the person suffering domestic violence objects, these items or pets shall be left in the jointly occupied dwelling or its immediate surroundings (Article 15ae(4) of the Act of 6 April 1990 on Police). 
12. If, during the period of the injunction and prohibition, it becomes necessary for the domestic violence offender to remove from the jointly occupied dwelling or its immediate surroundings any property belonging to him/her, in particular previously uncollected items of personal use and items necessary for personal gainful employment or pets owned by him/her necessary for daily functioning or gainful employment, this may take place once, only in the presence of a police officer, by prior arrangement with the person suffering domestic violence. The person suffering domestic violence has the right to take part in this activity or to authorise another person to take part in it (Article 15ae(5) of the Act of 6 April 1990 on Police). 
13. A person against whom the order and prohibition, restraining order, prohibition of contact and prohibition of entry has been issued has the right to be informed of the contact details of locally competent establishments providing accommodation and establishments providing corrective and educational action programmes for domestic violence offenders or psychological and therapeutic programmes for domestic violence offenders (Article 15ah of the Act of 6 April 1990 on Police).
