Instructions on rights and duties of a witness in civil proceedings.
A witness in civil proceedings has a duty to: 
· appear before the court (Article 262 of the Code of Civil Procedure) - there is the possibility of committing a witness to reimburse a party for the costs caused by his/her failure to appear (Article 110 of the Code of Civil Procedure) and the possibility of imposing penalties on a witness (a fine, compulsory attendance, Article 247 of the Code of Civil Procedure);
· take an oath, after being instructed on the significance of this act (Article 266 § 3 of the Code of Civil Procedure);
· testify (Article 261 § 1 of the Code of Civil Procedure) - in case of refusal to testify, it is possible to impose penalties of order (a fine, arrest for a period not exceeding one week - Article 276 of the Code of Civil Procedure) on the witness;
· testify the truth (Article 266 § 1 of the Code of Civil Procedure);
remain at the disposal of the court until the permission has been granted by the presiding judge

to move away (Article 273 § 2 of the Code of Civil Procedure).
A witness in civil proceedings has a right to:
· refuse to testify (Article 261 § 1 of the Code of Civil Procedure);
· refuse to answer questions (Article 261 § of the Code of Civil Procedure);
· be heard by means of technical devices enabling this action to be performed at a distance (Article 235 § 2 of the Code of Civil Procedure);
· be heard at his/her place of residence if he/she cannot attend the summons due to illness, disability or other irremovable obstacle (Article 263 of the Code of Civil Procedure);
· claim reimbursement of necessary expenses incurred in attending the court and, in addition, compensation for the loss of earnings. The presiding judge may grant an advance for travel and subsistence expenses to the witness at the place of hearing (Article 277 of the Code of Civil Procedure).
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
